Application, repertoire list, and recordings* should be sent by email to the MSO no later than June 21, 2021 (if you would like to apply, but sending materials digitally or the deadline presents an issue, please contact us to discuss your situation). 2. The current choral director must be the director for the 2021.22 season. 

3. Application: This year the application contains questions about what your choral program looked like before the pandemic, how you were able to function during the pandemic, and how you would approach participating in the Teen Choral Partners program. Responses to these questions will be helpful to us as we determine who the participants of the 21.22 program will be.
4. Repertoire Lists: Please supply a list of repertoire that your chorus has done in the recent past. We recognize that amount and types of repertoire, as well as the format in which it was presented, may have been greatly impacted by the COVID-19 pandemic. 6. All materials and recordings* will be evaluated by the MSO in a blind screening.
7. Invitations to perform with the Milwaukee Symphony Orchestra will be issued by July 16, 2021.  Results will be emailed to the chorus director’s school AND home email address. Please supply both.
8. Selected schools will receive concert and rehearsal details by September 15, 2021.  The purchase of music will be the responsibility of the schools.
